
Following good scientific practice, the essential sources will be mentioned in the 
lecture. In a broad field like astrophysics, this is not always possible to do 
comprehensively. Since the provided materials do not consist of publications of 
new original findings, but rather standard lecture material, it should be 
emphasized once again that the presented texts and illustrations are based on the 
findings of others. 
 
On the other hand, for didactic reasons, it is customary to recommend a textbook 
as a reference to students. It is likely that in the case of astrophysics, it will be 
my own textbook:

At present, this textbook is only available in German. An English translation is 
currently being carried out by the publisher.
